SUBJECT: Memorandum dated October 14, 2009, Regarding Subdivisions approved and resulting
density

Pursuant to the subject request for information, the following responses to the questions you have posed

are provided as follows:

Since the beginning of the 2008 calendar year, how many subdivisions in the agriculture zone
have been approved by the Planning Commission to date?

Subdivision applications generally involve two (2) significant approvals by the Planning
Commission (PC). The first approval involves Tentative Subdivision approval of the proposed
subdivision application, subdivision map, and all comments, requirements, and conditions
provided by appropriate governmental agencies which then serve as conditions for Final
Subdivision approval. Second, Final Subdivision approval by the PC is then granted upon
completion of all conditions, approval of construction drawings for all subdivision improvements,
and either the completion of construction of subdivision improvements or posting of bonding for
said improvements.

Please refer to the attached summary of all subdivision approvals which have been granted by the
PC since January 2008. This summary is limited to subdivision applications which create
additional density or lots. Therefore, the statistics provided in this summary do not include
boundary adjustments between existing properties or consolidation of parcels.
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
