Dear Chairman Asing and Members of the County Council:

Enclosed for your information we transmit the Final Report from the Mayor’s Advisory
Committee on Landfill Site Selection (MACLS), dated May 2009. The report documents the
process and outcome that produced a ranked list of candidate landfill sites. The Umi site,
approximately 127 acres of land between Kalaheo and Niumila Camp, was the top-ranked site.
The administration intends to proceed with the next steps to further evaluate the feasibility of
developing a landfill at the Umi site.

As you know, the County of Kaua‘i's Kekaha Landfill, including planned expansions, will
exhaust its capacity to accept solid waste in seven years (7). Appropriate management of the
island’s municipal solid waste stream will be sustained only if construction of a new County
landfill is completed before the Kekaha Landfill’s capacity is exhausted.

To achieve the task, the Department of Public Works initiated a public process in March 2008 to
evaluate and prioritize potential landfill sites identified in prior landfill siting studies. The
process began with the formation of a Mayor’s Committee on Landfill Site Selection (MACLS),
which involved the appointment of representatives from Kaua‘i’s five (5) land districts to obtain
input from an island-wide perspective. Professional consulting services were retained to provide
technical assistance and facilitate MACLS work and process documentation.

In an important and distinct step in the process, the MACLS developed and weighted 26 distinct
objective and measurable evaluation criteria relating to health, safety, viability, costs and other
issues arising out of the siting and operation of a landfill. Next, a “double blind” method was
used to ensure potential sites were scored without bias.

The outcome of the process was a ranked list of candidate landfill sites. This ranking was
released in a May 2009 report from the MACLS.

We hope all concerned parties recognize that the rankings were established objectively and
without bias and will endorse the method of using a public process which involved the MACLS

to determine priorities for the selection of Kaua‘i's next landfill site.

A timeline showing: 1) the next steps to develop the new landfill and 2) the remaining capacity in
the Kekaha Landfill is attached as additional reference information.
