Mr. Furfaro moved for approval of the agenda as circulated, seconded by
Ms. Iseri-Carvalho, and unanimously carried.

Ms. Iseri-Carvalho moved for approval of the minutes as circulated, seconded by
Mr. Furfaro and unanimously carried.

BILL “KAIPO”ASING, COUNCIL CHAIR: For the viewing public, we are
going to be moving some things out of order because there are people here who will
have to leave, so we will be taking things out of order. The first item that we are
going to be taking is the coqui frog issue (that report). We will also be taking the
bill on housing after that and we have some other items that would be taken out of
order. With that, Mr. Clerk, can you take the first item please?

PETER A. NAKAMURA, COUNTY CLERK: There has been a request to
take out of order on page 4 of the Council’s agenda.

There being no objections C 2007-386 was taken out of order.
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C 2007-386 Communication (10/26/2007) from Councilmember Shaylene
Iseri-Carvalho requesting that Keren Gundersen, Project Manager, Kaua‘i Invasive
Species Committee be present to update the Council on the progress and success
rate, the maintenance and monitoring, and the outreach efforts of the coqui frog
infestation and eradication program:

Chair Asing: Thank you. With that, I would like to suspend the rules.
There being no objections, the rules were suspended.

Chair Asing: Beth, thank you for coming this morning.

BETH TOKIOKA, ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT DIRECTOR: Thank you.

Chair Asing: With that, can you give us some background information?

Ms. Tokioka: Sure, I would be happy to. Good morning
Councilmembers. My name is Beth Tokioka and I am the Director of Economic
Development (the Office of Economic Development). First of all this morning, I
would really like to commend the Council for your leadership in putting substantial
resources forward to get in front of an issue which other counties and the State are
clearly behind. Some with seemingly hope of ever catching up. As you know, coqui
frog control and eradication is not the direct responsibility of the County. However,
due to your commitment and proactive leadership, the County of Kaua'‘i has taken a
lead role on our Lawa‘i infestation site and we are seeing very, very positive results
of that support. This is certainly one of the biggest grants I think the Council has
ever approved to an agency and, we, at the Office of Economic Development have
certainly taken very seriously our oversight role in this project. Not only from a
fiscal standpoint, but also from the standpoint of reaching the aggressive and very,
very important goals of the coqui frog project.

To say the least, the project has been complex. I have to publicly thank our
Ag Specialist Bill Spitz for working very closely with Garden Island RC&D, the
Kaua‘i Invasive Species Committee, the Department of Agriculture (our third party
monitor), Kaua‘i Environmental, Council Services and other important stakeholders
to keep the project moving forward while at the same time ensuring that we have
fiscal and procedural integrity. There have been challenges along the way and most
notably a delayed start, so that we could ensure that all the pieces were in place
before commencing on the intense site work that has taken place over the past six
(6) months. However, we feel that the report that you will be receiving today from
Keren Gundersen of KISC and from Ben Owen of Kaua‘i Environmental that
despite the many challenges that we face, the goals that were set out for this project
have been substantially met at this point. The work has been done appropriately
and safely and so far the project is under budget.

So at this time, I would like to call upon Keren Gundersen followed by Ben
Owen to provide a status report and I would like to ask that we could hold questions
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until the end until the reports are... these are all reports are given and then we will
be happy to respond to any questions that you have. Additionally we have today,
representatives from Garden Island RC&D which is our fiscal manager on the
project and also I believe at least one representative from the neighboring
community is here as well and we will all be happy to respond to any questions that
you might have following the presentations. So without further delay, I would like
to invite Keren...

RON KOUCHI:  Mr. Chairman...
Chair Asing: Councilmember Kouchi?

Mr. Kouchi: And I know Beth called me to go over some of the items,
so I knew this was coming up. First, the only thing that I had wondered is that I
had had communication 378 on the agenda about Mr. and Mrs. Victorino and Bill
No. 2246, the action is to refer to the Planning Commission because they need to
review it first and then it would come back to the Council for public hearing and
Committee work. If there weren’t going to be any questions today, I see... well, I
see Mrs. Victorino is still sitting here and Mr. Victorino is outside in the hall and
they have babysitting duty. So if it is simply for receipt and refer, you know, if we
might not have taken it... if there are questions, then I will just, you know, wait
until it comes up after this presentation. So I was just checking if Councilmembers
had questions or discussion on that matter.

Chair Asing: Thank you. With that, what I would like to do is call the
meeting back to order. Beth, hang on.

The meeting was called back to order, and proceeded as follows:

Chair Asing: Councilmembers, what I would like to do is I'd like to take
that item if possible. Is there any questions, otherwise we can go ahead and take
that and we are going to end up sending it to the Commission anyway because there
is nothing to do, but send it to the Commission.

JOANN A. YUKIMURA: Can’t we just wait for this report to be finished?

Mr. Kouchi: I expect they will be here for an hour. If they weren’t
babysitting, I wouldn’t have...

Chair Asing: Any questions? If not, what I would like to do is, hang on.
Peter, let’s move onto that item on page...

There being no objections Bill No. 2246 was taken out of order.

Mr. Nakamura:  This would be on page 8 of the Council’s agenda on the
bills for first reading.
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Chair Asing: Go ahead.

Proposed Draft Bill No. 2246 — A BILL FOR AN ORDINANCE AMENDING
ORDINANCE NO. PM-316-95, RELATING TO ZONING DESIGNATION ON
PROPERTY IN KAPA‘A HOMESTEADS, KAUAT (Kaua‘i County Council,
Applicant): Mr. Kouchi moved to refer Bill No. 2246 to the Planning Commission,
seconded by Councilmember Furfaro.

Chair Asing: Any discussion?

The motion to refer Bill No. 2246 to the Planning Commission was then put,
and unanimously carried.

Mr. Kouchi: Thank you Mr. Chairman and members for your
indulgence.
Chair Asing: That item is done and now we are back to page 4 on

C 2007-386. Beth, you have the floor.
There being no objections, the rules were suspended.

Ms. Tokioka: Okay, thank you very much. So at this time, I would like
to call on Keren Gundersen followed by Ben Owen to provide a verbal report on the
project and this will amplify and for the public, give detail on the written reports
that you have received prior to the meeting.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Ernie...

KEREN GUNDERSEN: Good morning Councilmembers, Chairman. I am
Keren Gundersen and I am the Project Manager of Kaua‘i Invasive Species
Committee. Next to me is Jeff Schlueter, our Data Analyst and he is going to have
part of the presentation that we are going to give today. I am going to be doing a
PowerPoint if anybody wants to adjust seats or can we maybe dim the lights a little
bit too?

I have also submitted a written report that you should have in front of you
and it summarizes a bit about the threats, lifecycle and the history of the
introduction to Hawai‘i and Kaua‘i and a progress report up to this point. My
report actually starts about page 8 of your... what you have in front of you, so it is
included in that. As you can see, this project is a joint project between the entities
you see up here as well as participating neighboring residents (her name at the
end).

I first want to give you an overall snapshot of the year-to-date. The field crew
person hours to do (include administrative oversight or data support) work that
(inaudible) covered with citric acid and lime are repeated acres, over the same 15 to
20 acres, at the Lawa‘i site. This year we have also responded to 12 coqui reports
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and three (3) of which were confirmed to be coqui. Let’s see (inaudible) also
responded to coqui frogs that arrived in a container of flooring tiles to Home Depot.
So what is all this hard work and left with the status of the Lawa‘ site? By
utilizing the temporary work crew, during the peak coqui calling season, we have
reduced the calling males to only a few heard every week and some of those being
maturing juvenile frogs. Of course, there are unknown numbers of female frogs at
the site because they do not call and they are hard to detect. My original goal was
to have no calling frogs by this Fall and we have had occasional nights of no calling
frogs, but no work is necessary to ensure complete eradication.

In 2003, when concerted control efforts at the site ceased due to lack of
continued funding, it was estimated that there were only 10 frogs left at the
infestation site. Within only two (2) years, this population, left unchecked, increased
to hundreds of calling frogs. We do not want to have that happen again.

Next, I would like to walk you through the milestones of the project. You
have more details in your written report. For reference, I have tried to organize
them to coincide with goals that were laid out last October for this project in case
you want to reference them. So in January even though it was no longer a peak
calling season, we continued to work at the site keeping the frogs from expanding
beyond the known infestation. You know, and I have listed a summary here of the
person hours expended and this is with our regular KISC crew... the gallons of
citric acid and lime put down and the acres covered and also the vegetation control
with herbicide.

In February and March, we ceased control work at the infestation site.
During this down time, we developed a new notification program including your
written notification policy. This policy was submitted to the County, posted on the
web, incorporated into our first notification flyer and continues to be referenced as
an Internet link on weekly flyers. We also worked on developing an electronic
monitoring program requested by the Council which we will expand on in a minute.
The Office of Economic Development initiated the contract of outside monitoring for
the project and after notification flyers were hand distributed to the surrounding
neighbors, vegetation clearing with machinery began.

In April, we were able to install large notification signs at the worksite. One
sign was placed to the bottom of Aka Road at the entrance gate to A&B Properties
and the other was installed at the end of Uwela Place. This sign features
changeable work dates and has a brochure box, which housed weekly notification
flyers. The notification flyer were also designed and distributed beginning this...
beginning during April. These flyers are updated weekly and provide an update of
the work in progress with a reference management map and contact phone
numbers. On the back of the flyer, we provide information about coqui amphibians,
general interest and educational items, as well as Internet links to more
information. These flyers are not only placed in the signs at least 48 hours prior to
actual work, but e-mailed to a list of people interested in the project including
