Mr. Furfaro moved to receive C 2008-170 for the record, seconded by Mr. Bynum, and
unanimously carried.

C 2008-171 Communication (06/13/2008) from the County Clerk, transmitting
a 2008 Charter amendment petition relating to “Implementation of the General Plan”
submitted by petitioners’ committee “Coalition for Responsible Government”:

Chair Asing: Before we take any motion, is there anyone here who wants
to speak on this item? Carl?

There being no objections, the rules were suspended.
Chair Asing: Good morning Carl.

CARL IMPARATO: I would just like to... with your permission speak a little
bit about the intention behind this Charter amendment. I have been one of the people
who have been, along with many others, working on it. I just want to put that into
perspective that this Charter amendment for which we received a petition is about
balanced responsible government and balanced responsible growth. Oh, I am sorry, I
didn’t give my name. Carl Imparato.

Chair Asing: By the way Carl, for those listening, the reason for actually
mentioning your name is that there is a captioner who is sitting in Honolulu and that
captioner needs to put it on the screen and that is the reason for us asking all of the
testifiers for their name.

Mr. Imparato: And I just forgot this time.
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Chair Asing: Thank you.

Mr. Imparato: Again, the purpose of this amendment is to deal with what
feel is a problem that... to put this into perspective... in the 2000 General Plan which
previous Council approved, it allowed for 49% to 73% growth in tourism by 2020 and
that would have corresponded to 800 to 2,100 new tourist units between 2000 and
2020 or 300 to 800 units between 2000 and 2008. What the Planning Commission
has allowed the construction or approval of more than 4,000 units in those eight (8)
years rather than the high end estimate of 800. So while the County has a General
Plan passed by the Council, it seems to be ignored by the Planning Commission. We
feel that there is clearly something wrong then in government because it seems like
no one is responsible to see that the single most important element of the County’s
General Plan is actually followed. So the purpose of this Charter amendment is
straight forward. It is to assign responsibility, so that the growth in this County can
be paced, not stopped, but paced to meet the intent of the General Plan’s vision. Very
simply what the Charter amendment would do is make the Council, our elected
officials, responsible for enforcing the General Plan’s vision. Under the Charter
amendment, the Council could do that either by taking the reign over the approval of
tourist development or by requiring the Planning Commission to approve no more
tourist units than are consistent with the General Plan vision.

So because this is a structure of government issue of (inaudible) responsibility
to some place in government. We feel that it is a very appropriate topic for a Charter
amendment and it is not a radical re-designation of executive branch and duties, the
Council is already responsible for rezoning. The Council is responsible for creating
the General Plan and it is not radical to think that the Charter should say that the
Council should be responsible (inaudible)... that the General Plan is ultimately
enforced. That is basically the perspective that I wanted to give to you as to why
people have gone out, collected some close to 3,000 signatures, to have this brought
before the voters. We feel that it is a very important issue. Many of us are concerned
that we have seen this go on for over eight (8) years since the General Plan has been
put into effect and it is very possible that a Council may not do anything without the
impetus of the voters saying that we need to see something done. There are very
powerful land developers who don’t want to see this kind of issue addressed, that is
why we felt it was necessary to go out and bring this before the voters as a Charter
amendment. So to summarize, we believe that the voters deserve the opportunity,
this November, to decide whether it is a good idea that the County Charter should
make the County Council responsible ensuring that our County develops in a way
that is consistent with the General Plan and that is the item and I appreciate your
time.

Chair Asing: Thank you very much. Councilmember Yukimura?

JOANN A. YUKIMURA: Yes, I want to express my appreciation and thanks to
the committee for taking on the issue which I think is concerning a lot of people on
