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Chair Asing: Any discussion?

Mr. Kouchi: Explain the...I have a question.

Chair P;sing: | Okay, hang on. What I'd like to do is...Councilmember
Kouchi? ' : :

Mr. Kouchi: If we could have the rules suspended.

There being no objections, the rules were suspended.

Mr. Kouchi: - Gary?
Chair Asing: ~ You want Gary up? Gary please?
Mr. Kouchi: You know in reading through the resolution, one (1) of the

exemptions being sought is the waiver of the park dedication fee, and I realize that
‘it’s exceptional for us to be able to address the 60 and below category, which
probably needs the most help. And you know so I don’t have a problem about
supporting it so that the project doesn’t have to bear the cost, but my concern is, do
we have some overall plan for how we are going to address the recreational needs of
the children? Because -these are primarily going to be families that have young
children and I guess...you know I wouldn’t have thought about it before, except you
know recently in the news we’'ve had so many of these pedestrian hit in crosswalks
situations, fatalities, and right now, to the extent possible, these kids are crossing
at that traffic signal when they follow the law of going across a heavily traveled
roadway to get to Peter Rayno Park, and is that still how we anticipate the needs?
Have we done anything to upgrade some. of the...I thought we had some daycare
facilities there or has any thought been given to that? :

GARY MACKER, HOUSING AGENCY: Thank you for the question. For the
record, Gary Mackler, for the Housing Agency. Ken is not available today, he’s off
island. Let me just answer that question by giving you a little bit of the background
of Kalepa Village and what is actually there now on site for recreational use.

When the County developed the project site.and developed the first phase of
Kalepa, which is the 60 unit phase and multipurpose building, there was a park
included in the facility called the multipurpose facility. We have an interior court
area there which has a small apparatus for...playground apparatus for children,
basically six (6) and under, because it was really, as you mentioned, tied to the
potential use of the building for a daycare facility, which we still intend to put into
service for that use, eventually. Inside the courtyard area, which is enclosed, is an
enclosed area, there’s a pathway for tricycle use, there’s picnic benches, there’s
barbeques'and the area is used quite extensively by the tenants and the guests of
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Kalepa Village. It’s available during the week from 8-5, it’s available after 5:00 up
until the 10:00 hour. They can come in and get a key from the manager there to use
that area. It’s used quite a bit for parties, and it’s serving a purpose to provide
recreation for the tenants and their guests, and then also inside of the multipurpose
room there are some facilities there as well. There’s a ping pong table, a pool table,
and a weight room, which is also available for the tenants and guests there.

We are also planning to add a second tot lot to the project in the final phase,
which is Phase IV of Kalepa Village, and in fact Ken Rainforth and I will be going to
meet with the design consultant next week to basically kickoff the design for the
final phase of Kalepa Village, which will situate a second tot lot for the project. And
it will be...it will be...consists primarily of an apparatus with a...more a passive
park for that area with picnic tables, barbeques, that type of facility. From the very
beginning of Kalepa Village, looked at the recreational needs of the project and of
the people living there. And I think if you’re familiar with the design of Kalepa
Village, you’ll know that the way the buildings were configured and clustered is
that at least from the ground level units, residents can‘move right outside of their
units into the interior courtyards, which are large open greenbelt areas. So those
areas are also available for recreational use at their choosing, so we...they are
considerably sized greenbelts. Again, a passive use, but it’s there nonetheless.

Also, when we were in the process of developing Kalepa, we saw a great need
to put in a traffic signal at the intersection of Kuhio Highway and Hanama‘ulu
Road, that...we like to refer to that traffic signal as our Community Development
Block Grant traffic signal, because we used CDBG grant funds to pay the cost to
have it installed. And we did that primarily so that the children living at Kalepa
could get across the highway, get to King Kaumuali‘i School in a safer way, and also
be able to use Peter Rayno Park, which is directly across the street. It’s directly
adjacent to our project site, which as you know consists of a softball field, a
basketball court, and a small play apparatus, so we've tried to be accommodating to
help meet those needs for the residents.

Mr. Kouchi: Thank you Gary.
Chair Asing: Thank you. Councilmember Yukimura?
Ms. Yukimura: I'm sorry, I missed a portion. Did you say there is some

playground equipment on that side?

Mr. Mackler: There is an apparatus inside the courtyard area of the
multipurpose facility.

Ms. Yukimura: Okay.
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Mr. Mackler: Now, and as I mentioned, we’ll be adding a second one (1)
as well.

Ms. Yukimura: You're going to add another one (1). Okay, thank you.

Mr. Mackler: We’re not doing that apparatus right now with Phase III,
which is going to be starting construction soon, only because there isn’t room in
Phase III to put something there. And the grade is steeper on the site, which makes
it a little more difficult to meet ADA guidelines to put in that type of feature, so
we're looking at Phase IV to put in a second tot lot.

Ms. Yukimura: Um hum. Thank you.
Chair Asing: Councilmember Iseri-Carvalho?

Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:I just wanted to thank you Gary for providing that
information. I've also actually went down there to look at the site, and it’s a
beautiful site, and I've also been to parties at the community center. It just
provides enormous amount of activity. They also have like monopoly games, and
bongo and all different other kinds of games in a cabinet there for the residents. It’s
a facility that is highly maintained, I mean it’s really sparkling clean, and it’s a
beautiful facility. It really stands out as a model, I mean for a county project. I
mean it’s just amazing, it’s not only the exterior, but the grounds are extremely
clean, the playground is really safe, it’s within a fenced area for the kids, and just a
great facility. So you know if you haven’t been down there, I would suggest that you
look at that, because clearly that’s a model, not only I believe for Kaua‘, but it’s also
been recognized...I attended an affordable housing conference where that County
facility was recognized as well for its development. So if you haven’t visited that
facility, by all means, take the opportunity, because it’s very well run.

Chair Asing: Thank you.

Mr. Bynum: Gary, you mentioned the grades in...for the residents in
Phase III they...is there an ADA accessible path to get to these other facilities?

Mr. Mackler: The...within each phase, in terms of accessibility from the
parking areas to the units there is. For people that want to use the area I
described, at the multipurpose room, they would have to transport to the parking,
the guest parking, which is adjacent to the multipurpose building, and from there it
would be ADA accessible to reach the facility.

Mr. Bynum: So the grade is just too difficult to deal with or...

Mr. Mackler: I don’t know how we could install pathways from the
upper areas of the project to achieve that result. We would also run into a problem
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with lot coverage. The more we cover the site, the high percentage of lot coverage we
have and I'm not sure if we could do it. It has been a difficult challenge and very
challenging site to meet ADA guidelines because of the grade there. We've had to
do a lot of additional ramping, and...

Mr. Bynum: Okay, thank you.

Chair Asing: Any other questions Councilmembers? If not Gary, thank
you very much. :

The meeting was called back to order and proceeded as follows:

Chair Asing: And we have a motion on the floor to approve, we have a
second, any further discussion? If not, roll call please?

Chair Asing: With that, what I’d like to do is we'’re going to take lunch

now, and come back at 1:30 p.m. Thank you. We'’re in recess. Caption break as
well, yes.

The Chair called a lunch recess at 12:22 p.m.

The meeting was called back to order at 1:37 p.m. and proceeded as follows:

COMMUNICATIONS:

C 2007-145 Communication (03/09/2007) from the Council Vice Chair,
requesting that the Acting County Attorney be present at the March 15, 2007
Council meeting to provide clarification on the opinion from the County Attorney’s

“office regarding the validity of the shoreline certification for the bike path:

Mr. Rapozo: Mr. Chair?

Chair Asing: Yes?
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Mr. Rapozo: We have not received an opinion at this point, and I know
the new County Attorney is still working on that. At this point I would ask if no
other Councilmembers have any objection, that we defer this matter.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Any questions? If not, Id like to suspend the
rules. Glenn?

There being no objections, the rules were suspended.

GLENN MICKENS: Thank you Kaipo. Have a short testimony. I know it
has been deferred as Mel just said. I hope we can get past this deferral stage and
get something settled with this thing, but you know I know you are doing your best,
and I know this isn’t the Council’s problem. Let me read my testimony for the
record please.

Thanks to Councilmembers Rapozo, Carvalho and Kouchi, this Council has
spent many hours delving into the illegalities that have gone on as this path has
been pushed forward from the get go. If the aforementioned Councilmembers would
not have done their homework and fully looked at the big picture, there would have
been no investigation to find out what is legal and what is not, anyway, in my
opinion. We are fortunate to have two (2) lawyers on this Council who can better
interpret the legal problems we are now in, although their
interpretations...although their interpretations on these issues may differ,
hopefully our new County Attorney can render the legal decisions that will be
satisfactory to the will of the people, and 'm happy to see the Judge here today.

Irrespective of what these...that decision will be, the fact that we have
Councilmembers who are looking after the interest of everyone, and not just
rubberstamping a project that will waste millions of our tax dollars is extremely
refreshing. And I must add that any problems associated with this path, legal or
otherwise, are not the fault of this Council, but as Councilmembers Carvalho and
Rapozo have so clearly pointed out, the fault lies with the Administration.
Improper planning before construction begins, as with the Hanapéepé drug project,
and now with this path, and there’s many other examples are the (inaudible) and
this Administration, and this is regrettable. Thank you, that’s my testimony.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Is there anyone else?
The meeting was called back to order and proceeded as follows:
Chair Asing: You want to make the motion?
Mr. Rapozo moved to defer C 2007-145 to the April 11, 2007 Council meeting.

Chair Asing: Is there a second? I'm sorry.

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C 2007-157 Communication (03/16/2007) from Councilmember JoAnn A.
Yukimura, transmitting for Council action, a bill abolishing the Offices of
Community Assistance and creating separate agencies under the Office of the
Mayor for elderly affairs, housing, and transportation:

Chair Asing: Thank you. Before I receive a motion to receive this item,
we have Gary Heu who wants to say a few words on this item. Gary?

There being no objections, the rules were suspended.

GARY HEU, ADMINISTRATIVE ASSISTANT TO THE MAYOR: Council
Chair, members of the Council, thank you for the opportunity for allowing me to
speak on this agenda item at this time. I understand this is a communication for a
bill and that there will be a first reading, a public hearing, and second reading.
But again, thank you for me...allowing me to speak on this agenda item.

I'm not here to debate the merits of the bill at this time. I’'m simply here to
state a position, and before I do that, I just wanted to...just very briefly, provide
some, what I consider to be milestones relative to the life of the Offices of
Community Assistance, just so that everybody has a...has some background in
terms of how the offices came to be a single department.

Back in July of 1999, the Offices of Community Assistance was established
and basically what it did was took three (3) separate agencies, which were housing,
transportation, and elderly affairs, and put them under a single depart...the
umbrella of a single department with a department head as the director.

In July of 2003, the recreation component was separated out of Parks and
Recreation, which resided in Public Works, and was moved under the umbrella
organization of the Offices of Community Assistance, and the rationale for that was
that the recreation component of Parks, Recreation really dealt more with
programs, services, and was better suited to be under that particular department.

In November of 2006, there was a Charter Amendment creating a
Department of Parks and Recreation, which was approved by the voters. On
February 14 of this year, we came before this Council and this Council approved the
appropriations providing for three (3) administrative positions as part of the new
Parks and Recreation Department. And the reason for approving those positions
was so that we could begin the creation of that department, and have people
dedicated to facilitate the transition of the various components that will eventually
make up the Department of Parks and Recreation.

On February 28, Mayor Baptiste submitted to this Council the name of
Janine Rapozo for confirmation as the Director of the Offices of Community
Assistance and this was done so that we...there would be no...there would be
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continuity in terms of leadership once Bernard Carvalho was selected by the Mayor
as the Director for the Parks and Recreation Department.

On March 15, we transmitted the proposed budget as required by Charter to
this body for its consideration. And as part of that budget submittal, we've
identified the new Department of Parks and Recreation and all the various
expenditures associated with that department. We also transmitted as part of that
budget submittal, the continued funding of the Offices of Community Assistance.
Basically we feel that our actions have been consistent with what we feel is proper
and that is to continue on with the Offices of Community Assistance. The budget
also reflects the organization as it was prior to July of 2003, which is when we
added Recreation as part of that particular department, Offices of Community
Assistance. So now with moving recreation out of that department, it once again
becomes the organization that it was prior to July 2003.

So I'm just here to...again, not to debate the merits of the bill, but merely to
say that the Administration continues to support the organization in its current
form, in its form that it resided prior to July of 2003. We feel that it makes good
sense to place these various agencies, which again, deal with what we might call
more service oriented initiatives, social service type initiatives under one (1)
umbrealla department. In the future, if the County were to take on any other social
agencies...social service agency type of agencies or responsibilities, again, we think
that this would be the proper department or umbrella in which to include those
particular functions.

So again, I'm merely here to express our support for the continuation of the
Offices of Community Assistance as it exists today.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Any questions?
The meeting was called back to order and proceeded as follows:

Chair Asing: And have a motion to receive this item. We have the bill
later on and any discussion can be held on the bill.

Ms. Iseri-Carvalho moved to receive C 2007-157 for the record, seconded by
Mr. Rapozo.

Chair Asing: All those in favor...yes, I'm sorry, go ahead,
Councilmember Kouchi?

Mr. Kouchi: Yea Mr. Chairman, I know you indicated you wanted to
have the discussion occur at the time that the bill would come up for first reading,
and normally I...well I know better that that is the right time. Unfortunately, I do
have to leave a little early, and I’'m not sure that I'd be here when the bill came up
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and I briefly wanted to say that I feel strongly that with the creation of the Parks
and Recreation, that not only should Recreation move out of OCA, but that Elderly
Affairs, because of the management of the neighborhood centers that fall under the
purview of Parks and Recreation, should be part of the overall Park and Recreation
Department. I feel strongly that the Transportation Department in the 20 some
odd years that I've been here in the County had started off primarily as a demand
service program for seniors and post-Iniki has evolved into a much more complex
and broader based community service. I feel strongly that the Department of
Transportation needs to be looking at the long range planning, as to how does
transportation tie in with the growth that we have and that we have an opportunity
for shifting gears by having elderly affairs in that area. I think that the Office of
Housing, you know does make good synergy with the Transportation Department in
how we plan for the housing and everything that we have. I felt strongly enough
about it that I ran for Mayor. Unfortunately for me, I did not win, and I respect the
choice that the people of Kaua‘i made, and I feel as strongly that while I will hold
those agencies accountable to try and deliver the mission that I believe that they
need to be doing, it’'s not my place as a Councilmember to structure the
Administration and tell the Mayor how to get the job done, but to ask him that it
get done and that I evaluate him in that way.

And so just basic separation of powers in what I believe to be the purview of
the Administration versus the Council, that this is not my place to tell him how he
needs to structure his Administration to meet the mission, but it is my job to hold
his feet to the fire and make sure it gets done. And because of that philosophical
difference, well I share a lot of the vision that Councilmember Yukimura has, I
cannot in good conscience for what I feel is fundamentally right and wrong, support
a bill that would be placing me as a Councilmember in the position to tell the
Administration how they need to go about doing the job. So whether it is on first
reading, whether it is on second reading, you know I will not be supporting the bill
generated by the Council. Thank you.

Chair Asing: Thank you. In fairness, since I allowed Councilmember
Kouchi to say something, I'm going to open it up, but I would like to say that I think
it’s best that we move this item and we will have any discussion occur on the bill.
So with that...all those...

Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:Do we have a motion?

Chair Asing: There is a motion on the floor to receive, and I'm going to
accept that motion.

The motion to receive C 2007-157 for the record was then put an
unanimously carried.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Any discussion? If not, roll call. Oh, I'm
sorry.

Resolution No. 2007-62, RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING APRIL 9-15, 2007,
AS NATIONAL COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT WEEK 2007: Mr. Furfaro moved
to adopt Resolution No. 2007-62, seconded by Mr. Rapozo.

Chair Asing: Any discussion?
Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:Um, yes.
Ms. Yukimura:  Yes.

Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:Council Chair, we have Jo Shimamoto here, and in light
of the fact that this program was seriously in jeopardy of losing major parts of
funding, and it took a joint effort by the National Association of County Councils as
well as many other members that were part of the housing agency and other
agencies across the country, that really there was a joint collaborative effort to try
to seek and lobby from our Congressional delegations to continue the funding. I
think it’s important for us to read how significant this resolution is, and also maybe
have Jo Shimamoto just give us some background history. These are basically the
life and blood of how we finance things on a County level, and so it’s very important,
in light of the war that we have. There were as I stated, they mentioned slivers, but
there was a huge chunk actually that were being cut, so Jo, if you could just come
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give a short background, because I know we’ve received numerous emails going
back and forth about her extensive efforts in just trying to secure this program for
our counties. And we’d also like to share our appreciation for all the help that we
got from yourselves in communications throughout the State, as the counties, the
State, as well as on a federal level about trying to preserve this program. I would
also like to note that at the most recent National Association of County Councils,
the legislative conference in Washington, DC, of which myself as well as
Councilmember Rapozo and Councilmember Kouchi took part in an active campaign
to preserve this program. And there were actually buttons that were passed out
that we wore to and not only the entire legislative conference, but also when we
solicited for help with our federal delegation to encourage them, and we also made a
plea when there were two presidential candidates that spoke at this conference,
Senator Biden, as well as McCain, and were able to garner their support for
preserving the program. So Jo, if you could just give us some more background we’d
appreciate it, thank you.

Chair Asing: Thank you. With that, the rules are suspended. Go
ahead.

There being no objections, the rules were suspended.

JO SHIMAMOTO, KAUAT HOUSING AGENCY: I'd like to thank the entire
Council for your support for many, many years. I've been with the program for nine
(9) years.

Chair Asing: Just for the record, your name.
Ms. Shimamoto:  Oh, I'm sorry. Jo Shimamoto, Housing Agency.
Chair Asing: Thank you.

Ms. Shimamoto:  Like I said, I've been with the program for nine (9) years,
and the Council has always been supportive of the CDBG program. In the past four
(4) years, we've experienced cuts, significant cuts to the program, and Kaua‘, we
have less than a million dollars. We've never hit a million dollars, so cuts
throughout the nation has significant impact on our ability to provide services and
bring the funding into Kaua‘i. This year, fortunately, we got a small increase, a
$5,000+ increase, but you know that’s something, that’s some project. I know that
Councilmember Iseri-Carvalho and Rapozo and now I know that Councilmember
Kouchi went up to the NACo conference that they had and were involved, I'm pretty
sure, in an eight (8) year strategic plan to increase, work real hard to increase the
funding for CDBG. CDBG is targeted to low and moderate income individuals here
on Kaua‘i, and the projects that come from our nonprofits are really services that is
beneficial to the community. We’ve also had county departments apply for our
funding, and in fact this year we funded two (2) fire trucks for the (inaudible)
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communities of Kapa‘a and Waimea. This upcoming year, we have seven (7)
projects. We received just a little more than $800,000, and you will have those
projects before you I think on the April 11th agenda, but you know essentially, I'd
like to ask for your continued support. I really feel good about the Council
understanding what the purpose of the CDBG program is, and you know we go to
our meetings with our counterparts throughout Hawai‘i, and they are envious of our
relationship with the Council, so we ask that you continue to support the program.

Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:Thank you.

Ms. Shimamoto: If you don’t mind, I'd like to introduce our CDBG
specialist, Sharon Kelekoma. She has been with us from September and she’s doing
a really terrific job. Thank you.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Any questions? Councilmember Rapozo?

Mr. Rapozo: Thank you. Thank you Jo. I remember when I got
elected, I just had no clue what that was, CDBG. I mean you know you just don’t
know, you see it’s a lot of money, and you know in the short four (4) years that I've
been here, thanks to you, and I know Shay talked about the emails that you forward
to us on a regular basis of the activity of CDBG and the fact that you know
we're...it’s always a...there’s always a threat for all counties throughout the United
States to lose CDBG, and this year was no exception. Throughout the country,
counties are all trying to fight...some states are, some counties are benefiting, they
are getting more of the money, and others are getting less. So for us to even get
$5,000, for us to even get a dollar, first to stay at the same level is really an
accomplishment. So, I know Shay mentioned the buttons, we all wore buttons and
it was quite clear and evident that I don’t know how many people were at that
convention, though at the conference, but it was...I mean and it has got to be
unanimous support for CDBG by all counties in NACo. But I just wanted to take
the opportunity to thank you for your hard work and all your office, staff, and for
educating us as far as how this works, and making sure that we can...I mean really
if we take away that $800,000, $900,000 from the County, and relying on general
revenue, general funds, it would be quite an impact to all of us. So...you know we
need to continue to fight for CDBG, and it’s always been a priority of NACo and I'm
sure it will always be. So, thank you.

Ms. Shimamoto: Thank you. You know I'd like to mention that $800,000 is
a small amount, but with CDBG funds, the nonprofits are able to leverage moneys
from other funding sources, so it’s really a good thing and it’s not something that we
want to lose. I also want to add that during CDBG week, we have...we’ll have two
(2) presentations, April 10 and April 12. The 10t is at 10:00 a.m., the 12t is at
2:00 p.m. It’s a pictorial presentation on how we use the CDBG funds on Kaua'i, so
we’ll be showing our projects and how the money has been used. We will be sending
you invitations to come.
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Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:Great, where is that at Jo? Just for the public’s
information, where is that at? Where you hold the presentation?

Ms. Shimamoto: At the Pi‘ikoi Building, Conference room A.

Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:Thank you Jo. ,
Ms. Shimamoto: Thank you.
Chair Asing: Councilmember Yukimura?

Ms. Yukimura: Yes, I know how many years you’ve worked on this, and
even before you, the commitment of the Housing Department to make sure that
these funds are distributed well to serve the greatest needs of our community has
always been there. I just wondered if you could...well let me just say, yesterday, we
also heard how...I believe that it was CDBG moneys were used for the Kilauea
Project that’s across from Kong Lung, which really provided I think 50 houses,
homes for you know single moms, small business people, Kilauea people, so it was a
really good project. I wondered if you could share a couple of examples to make
it...of past projects so people can know what kind of projects CDBG has been
funding. ,

Ms. Shimamoto: Um hum. Well the emergency shelter, that’s right up
front for the homeless. This is the first emergency shelter, actually the only one (1)
on Kaua‘i, and Kaua‘i was the only island that didn’t have an emergency homeless
shelter, so this fits right into the continuum of care. We have transitional shelters
here. We have a program that we are really proud of is the homebuyer loan
program, where we are able to provide low interest loans for first time homebuyers,
gap loans, and sometimes primary loans. And the big push now is for
homeownership education and counseling, and we have been doing that for I want
to say maybe about three (3) years now. Those are examples. I think Gary
(Mackler) mentioned earlier, our CDBG traffic light in Hanama‘ulu, to help the kids
cross the street. We have...ADA, we put a lot of CDBG funds for the ADA, because
that was a priority for the County, for the neighborhood centers. .

Ms. Yukimura: So that’s Americans for Disabilities Act. So facilities that
are made accessible.

Ms. Shimamoto: That’s correct.
Ms. Yukimura: That’s what your funds were used for as well.

Ms. Shimamoto: Yes.
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Ms. Yukimura: Okay, good, those are great examples.

Ms. Shimamoto: So if you come to our presentations, we have a whole
bunch, and we got pictures for you as well.

Ms. Yukimura: Okay, ah huh, thank you.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Any other questions Councilmembers? If not,
thank you very much.

The meeting was called back to order and proceeded as follows:
Chair Asing: And do we have a motion?

Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:Yes, before that Mr. Chair, if I could ask for your
indulgence...

Chair Asing: Sure.

Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:I think this is so important, and you know we talked
about the funding, nationwide the funding went down, Kaua‘i was fortunate
enough, because of it’s credibility really, was able to get an increase as she said of
$5,000. But overall, nationwide, the funding did go down, and it’s also thanks to
our powerful I believe congressional delegation we have up in DC, that allows us to
continue getting funding, but if I could ask for your indulgence in actually reading
the resolution.

Chair Asing: Sure.
Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:Thank you.

WHEREAS, the week of April 9 — 15, 2007, has been designated as
“NATIONAL COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT WEEK" by the National Community
Development Association to celebrate the Community Development Block Grant
program; and

WHEREAS, the Community Development Block Grant (CDBG) program has
as its primary objective the development of viable communities by providing decent
housing, a suitable living environment and expanding economic opportunities,
principally for persons of low- and moderate-income; and

WHEREAS, the County of Kaua‘i receives a direct allocation annually from
the U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development CDBG program, which is
administered locally by the County's Offices of Community Assistance-Housing

STATE OF HAWAIT, that during National Community Development Week 2007,
this community recognizes the valuable work of the CDBG program and its
tremendous contribution to the viability of housing stock, infrastructure, public
services, and economic vitality of our community.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that this community urges the U.S. Congress
and Administration to recognize the outstanding work being done locally and
nationally by the Community Development Block Grant program by supporting
increased funding for the program in FY 2008.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that copies of this resolution be transmitted
to President George W. Bush; U.S. Senator Daniel K. Akaka; U.S. Senator Daniel K.
Inouye; U.S. Representative Neil Abercrombie; U.S. Representative Mazie K.

Development; and Stephen Rhodeside, Senior Program Officer, Small Cities
Division, U.S. Department of Housing & Urban Development.

Thank you Mr. Chair.

Chair Asing: With that, any further discussion? Councilmember
Yukimura?
Ms. Yukimura: I wonder if our OCA Chair might also announce the last

housing fair, because Ms. Shimamoto mentioned that the homeownership program
is funded in part by CDBG moneys, it’s I believe this Saturday?

Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:Yes. It is this Saturday, in Waimea, at Waimea Theater.
It begins at 9:00 a.m. and ends at 1:00 p.m. I had the luxury and privilege of
attending this session for several hours over at the Convention Hall. It was an
extremely well turnout, about 100 people. The booths were in...at the fairs were
very well informed, it gave a lot of information. They also had booths from the U.S.
Rural Housing, where even if you may have had a housing and you wanted a low
cost loan, you could also use that to remodel your home at no interest. So there was
a variety of programs, including various homebuyer courses, and all of the projects.
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that are upcoming on Kaua‘i, the affordable housing projects, the financiers, they
were all there ready and willing to give information. It was unanimous
appreciation from the participants that were there for the housing fair, so thank
you to Bernard Carvalho in putting together these five (5) weekends, Saturdays,
and each time it just keeps growing bigger and bigger. So it was just an excellent
presentation and thank you Bernard. You are sitting out there, because it was a lot
of hard work to volunteer all of your Saturdays and have the booths set up where
they also volunteered their staff to provide as much information on homebuyers
education, financing, various projects that were available. You could actually sign
up, it was just extremely informative, so great job, especially for it being, I believe
the first time that the County has actually done a comprehensive program like that.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Any further discussion? Councilmember
Furfaro?
Mr. Furfaro: Yes, I would like to add the value of these funds to do

exactly what Councilwoman Iseri-Carvalho had reflected on. I mentioned a week
ago or so that there were about 81 attendees out on the Northshore for that
particular one (1), but we need to remember with the...

Mr. Furfaro: But what these fairs then help us with is to help qualify
these people, prepare these people so that when we are ready with the inventory
that they are well informed, anxious, and willing to take on those responsibilities.
And so again, I just want to compliment Bernard, the staff, for making that work so
well, because we can all raise our hand, but you also have to take some
responsibility and get out there and prepare yourself, and that’s what the fairs have
done through the funding and again I just wanted to add that. Thank you.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Councilmember Yukimura?

Ms. Yukimura: I just want to add that these fairs are most valuable for
young couples or single parents or anybody who wants to own a home. And they
have some very inspiring testimony from people who have gone through the
homeowners course who never believed when they started out in the course that
they might be able to own a house, and the ones I heard last Saturday, within two
(2) months of taking the course they were able to purchase a home. And it was
really exciting to hear that, and so the encouragement is for anybody who is
listening now and was interested, the very last fair, although after that you can call
the Housing Office, and still find out about the homeownership course. But the very
last fair is going to be in Waimea this Saturday, so please take advantage of it if you
can.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Councilmember Iseri-Carvalho?

S
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Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:I just wanted to add that as I sat and watched the people
that took the one (1) hour homeowners 101 course, nobody left the room. It was just
amazing how they were so intrigued by the testimony as well as the information
that was being provided, it was like no other that I had seen. And these sessions
were so well organized, they were extremely organized, and the daycare, I mean we
must congratulate the Boys and Girls Club, because they also did...there were kids
there and you never knew that the kids were there. They were you know taken cdre
of, they had food for the kids, they had coloring books, and they were at least 12
kids that were there at the time that the class was being held, and you would not
have known it. It was that quiet, and there was that much interest, so again, I
mean just a fabulous and just excellent, excellent, program that was put on. So
Bernard, so just an extremely great job that you had done there.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Councilmember Kouchi?
Mr. Kouchi: I defer to Councilmember Rapozo. He has a (inaudible).
Mr. Rapozo: Yea, I just want to give the bad news now, is that the

projection is that next allotment will be about 20% less across the board, that’s what
we were told in DC. They call it a 20% haircut, because they have to funnel that
hair to Iraq. So...and you know at $800,000, that’s $160,000 less should we get cut
in that proportion, so that’s the reality of this beast, and it’s a wonderful thing, but
we also got to recognize that there’s a threat of losing it and our delegation has
assured us, our Hawai‘i delegation, all four (4) of them that they are in support of
this. But still, you know there is a threat of losing some of that, so I Jjust wanted to
make us all realize that it is something worth fighting for, thank you.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Councilmember Kouchi?

Mr. Kouchi: Thank you. I guess I was going to say some of that, but I
also wanted to share for Jo in her networking and expanding the support group, two
(2) Septembers ago I attended the National Rural Economic Development
Association’s conference that happened to be held in Washington, DC that year.
They are an affiliate of the national organization for cooperatives, and a lot of the
money that they get to do rural economic development programs come from the
CDBG program. So at KIUC and at co-ops across the country, they are also active
in lobbying for the Community Development Block Grant program. When I look at
JoAnn Yukimura, as opposed to you, I get even you know more angry, and I just get
sad because when JoAnn served as our Mayor, we had close to $3 million in CDBG
funds. So if you think like seeing a million would have been a nice thing, I can tell
you what the drastic cuts have gone from where it was to where it has gone. And
you know we did a lot of startup business assistance with the Community
Development Block Grant. We put in complete waterlines to permit in the lower
areas, for whole subdivisions to be built at reasonable prices, and we made

significant impacts in the lives of the people in our communities. And you know
now with $800,000 continue to do the best that we can, obviously we impact less,
and as Councilmember Rapozo had mentioned and I was going to mention, whether
you are for the war or not, I don’t think there’s anybody that doesn’t want to be sure
that we support our men and women who are in harm’s way, but we are placed in a

terrible position when we lobby. When they tell you that you know it’s difficult, it is

exactly as Councilmember Rapozo has said, the money that they are trying to cut is
to try and fund the war in Iraq, and I don’t know that the people in our community
realize you know that we are pitting ourselves against each other. And that’s a
terrible place to be, and it’s a difficult lobbying effort to be out there trying to
advocate for communities, when people try to portray you as not being supportive of
our troops, when I don’t think any of us, including our Housing Agency who fights
so hard, you know is not saying that they are not supportive of our troops. But you
know we certainly want to support our communities, and it’s a tremendous
challenge in fighting this battle. And so you know it takes everybody’s effort and
you know we just I guess have to just carry on, and hopefully we’ll get our troops
back home safely soon, and there will be more money available to help our
communities.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Councilmember Yukimura?

Ms. Yukimura: Yes, when the County Council, I think it was in 2003,
unanimously passed a resolution advocating negotiations rather then invasion of
Iraq, there were some people who said, oh what are you doing meddling in a non
local issue? Why are you dealing with a federal issue? But in fact, this discussion
shows that we have been affected locally by the war, and it is no surprise that the
attacks on CDBG have been over the last four (4) years, predominately, and that’s
been the four (4) years of the war. So there is a connection, it is a limited pie, and
500 billion dollars for a war takes a lot of moneys out of the federal budget, and
starts to eat away at the programs that we need for the people here.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Any further discussion? If not, I'd like to just
pass on a note to the general public, and give credit to Councilmember Rapozo,
Councilmember Kouchi, and Councilmember Iseri-Carvalho for their involvement in
lobbying in Washington, DC. A lot of times we get criticized for Councilmembers
and the term that is used by the public sometimes is junket, and Councilmembers
go out to these conventions and do not produce anything. And I want to tell you
that I know from personal experience that you need to show your face there, you
need to lobby, you need to talk, you need to get together with our county
councilmembers and that’s the way it works. You need to be present, you cannot do
it from here, so I want to give credit to our Councilmembers who represented us
well in Washington, DC at both the NACo conference, and in the lobbying efforts in
Washington, DC. So with that, thank you.

Ms. Yukimura: Yes Mr. Chair.
Chair Asing: Yes.

Ms. Yukimura: I just want to say with all due respect to Councilmember
Kouchi, that from the fact that it requires Council approval to change organization,
it is not just a matter of administration, that is it’s a dual function in terms of what
the organization of the County will be. And my interest in introducing this bill was
to look for the most, a streamlined and effective way that these agencies could
achieve their mission. And so I guess I never quite understood why they were put
together in the first place, because they are such different agencies. They have
different rules and regulations, they have very different missions, and it seems to
me very important that they first of all be all represented in the cabinet for
coordination and facilitation of the job, and also that they have the most streamline
process, instead of going through another layer between the Mayor and these
offices. And as you know from the circulated memo, I am also proposing that we
create a EM5 in the Mayor’s Office to assist if he needs any help in oversight of
these agencies, but also to assist in any other initiative or give him some flexibility
in addressing any major initiative that he has. And these three (3) positions would
be appointed positions, and there’s...I'm learning myself, but two (2) categories of
EM staff. One (1) is excluded from civil service and one (1) is included in civil
service, and it’s my proposal that these...that the three (3) agencies would be
headed by an EM3 level, excluded executive, so that the Mayor would have the
power to appoint and have a say as to who it is that is in those positions. So
that...and presently the transportation and housing positions are excluded, the
elderly is not. So anyway, that is kind of the overall proposal that I'm making. My
goal is to have the most streamlined agency possible. I hope that we can have some
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discussion about what would be the best format for the accomplishment of mission
by these entities. I only yesterday was able to talk to the Mayor about this,
although (inaudible) time to talk about it. So, and I know he has concerns,
primarily about his housing (inaudible). Yesterday, the alternative did float to the
surface that you know if an EMS5 doesn’t work for him, perhaps a housing
administrator like there used to be when I was mayor ‘might also be an alternative
in terms of what his mission and needs are, so I just wanted to kind of lay out the
overall picture here, and say that you know I'm flexible, but in introducing this bill,
I wanted to initiate the conversation about What would be the best framework for
ach1ev1ng the mission of these agencies.

Chair Asing: ~ Thank you. ~ Any further discussion? Councilmember
Furfaro? g - :
Mr. Furfaro: Thank you. You know T've had some discussion recently

with Councilwoman Yukimura on this, but I too have a tendency to see that the
structuring of an organization and this is an area where I do have expertise in
multiple and regional operations. And you know as we look at the social service
programs that we have and the structure that the Mayor put in place, you know
they handle the short term day to day operations of these areas. And there will
always be that operation expectation, but I want to talk in particular right now with
housing. You know we are putting all the components and this Council has worked
very, very hard on understanding what we need to do about the long term problem

for housing here. And we have initiated a survey, the workshop that Councilwomen

Iseri-Carvalho and Yukimura are working on are framing a policy, but I think we
need to remember, at some point in time we need to first catch up to about 1100
units. We...once we catch up, we will then need a clear policy, whether it’s lease,
partial loan, rent, and so forth that we’re working on, but to catch up, we will
probably need to be looking at any kind of recommendations the Mayor suggests for
kind of an ad hoc committee or leadership that addresses getting those 1100 units
online. And then staying ahead of the game as we have you know a policy in place
that the oversight can be given on the day to day basis, so I just want to point that
out. I look forward to that discussion during the budget process, which starts next
week Monday, but again, the Mayor has a structure that handles the...I'm going to
say the social agencies for the community. But when it comes to housing, we may
have to add some particulars to support the Housing Agency to...with people that
are very specialized in this area, people that can handle acquisition, infrastructure,
finance, and make a long term decision if we want to be in that business ourselves,
that is a decision yet to come once we, you know, come to that solution. But in the
meantime, I do support the comments from Councilman Kouchi that indicates you
know that administrative role and how the County does business on a day to day
basis is the responsibility of the Mayor. So I look forward to this discussion in the
budget process. -
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Chair Asing: Thank you. Any further discussion? Councilmember
Iseri-Carvalho?

Ms. Iseri-Carvalho:I guess maybe on a different view, I mean I think that the
way that OCA is currently structured could be beneficial. It may not have worked
as much as it should work, but clearly, I think the intent was to provide an
integration of services in that those areas. You know we have attended these Smart
Growth conferences, and on a lot of the administrations in other jurisdictions, they
have Smart Growth planners, and these planners actually work towards building
livable communities that involve transportation, the elderly, you know assuring
that there are multi-types of housing available in communities. It involved the
planning process, but they have Smart Growth planners that actually do
integration of these services, which currently may not be what is happening. There
is really a focus in housing. I think I have some concerns about those positions
being appointed by the Mayor. We have discussed at our affordable housing policy
workshop yesterday about the difficulty in predictability when we have...it was
brought out by the developer in saying you know it’s real difficult because we ...you
know it depends on who's elected and who’s there at the time that the projects come
up, you know what’s going to be acceptable, what’s not going to be acceptable. Here,
when you have people who, like Ken Rainforth who has been in housing for 30 or so
years, we have benefited tremendously by that kind of expertise and longevity, and
that was because he has survived in a position that was not appointed by the
Mayor. Each Mayor has their own vision as to how things should be done, and
that’s the beauty of having people who are not subjected to the Mayor’s vision, who
are there with the kind of expertise that could provide across various visions of
different Mayors. And so as far as you know continuity in terms of leadership of
those departments, I would have to say that I strongly object to it being appointed
by the Mayor. I would much prefer a civil service type of position where they act
independent of the Mayor and are not bound by necessarily the Mayor’s vision, but
what is right for the community and in applying these Smart Growth and
sustainability principles that I have...would like to see more in our planning
process and in any developing of our housing. And so I think that system for me
works better given the kind of issues we are currently facing with our affordable
housing crisis and other issues.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Councilmember Rapozo?

Mr. Rapozo: Thank you. Yea, I'll be reserving most of my comments
until it gets to the committee, but I do want to say that you know when...as I recall
OCA being restructured back in ‘03 I guess, when it was my first involvement, you
know the promise was that it was going to be integrated, and that it would be more
efficient. And the reality is that the housing, I mean and the transportation and the
elderly affairs pretty much run on their own. They work with funds that come from
outside the County, we don’t fund them hardly anything. They are subject to
requirements and rules and regulations of grants, and of other authorities whether
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it be state or federal, and we saw the problems early on, four (4) years ago when the
Administration attempted to dismantle OC....or elderly. Attempting to use
resources from federal funding that was obviously not the right thing to do,
although the intention was-right, the reality was it was not proper, and my concern
is when you start appointing these heads, when you get.a new Mayor, you get a new
slew of leaders that’s got to follow these laws. It’s again, it’s not your typical
operation, it’s laws and rules that govern these, so I have a problem with that, and I
also have a problem with just...being now that the parks has been removed, and
I've expressed this concern to the Mayor...I'm sorry?

Mr. Rapozo ' Orlglnally, yea That you know I th1nk that the units can
run effectlvely reporting to the Mayor, and again, I'll discuss my justification in the
committee. But I did want to...and I'm just reading this from Councilmember
Yukimura’s memo that I think when you...when these agencies, because I consider
them special agencies, you know they rely on different law, special, different ADA.
Older Americans Act for example, which are technical law, it’s not...they cannot act
with...or answer to the will of the Mayor if in-fact it violates law, so I just have a
problem with the appointments, because again, you could have a Mayor for four (4)
years be unseated, a new Mayor comes in, we all know as new Councilmembers
when we come on, it takes us a while just to learn the process, so that is a concern.
But I...we’ll be talking I'm sure as the time goes'on. Thank you.

Chair As1ng ' Thank you. - Any further discussion? Councilmember
Bynum? . ' ’ ‘ ' '
Mr. Bynum: Earlier today we appointed four (4) more really capable

people to boards and commissions, and as a result of the elections, changes
happening in our county because of charter changes we have increased numbers of
boards and commissioners. We created a position of administration for the boards
and commissions, we created a parks and recreation department, all of which the
Administration has to respond to, and from my view has done a good job of moving
quickly and judiciously to fill the boards and commissions. They appointed Bernard
Carvalho as the Parks and Recreation Director, and then in his place appointed
Janine Rapozo. My experience...is a capable and good administrator to do OCA, so
I think a lot of change has been imposed on the Administration and with Mr. Heu
coming here today and saying that they would really seek to keep OCA the
way...Offices of Community Assistance structured as it is now I can’t really support
