The Regular Meeting of the Council of the County of Kaua‘i was called to
order by the Council Chair at the Council Chambers, Historic County
Building, 4396 Rice Street, Room 201, Lihu‘e, Kaua'‘i, on Wednesday, September 13,
2006, at 9:12 a.m., after which the following members answered the call of the roll:

Chair Asing: Thank you. Can we have the first item please?

PETER NAKAMURA, COUNTY CLERK:  Just for the record Council
Chair, Councilmember Kaneshiro is running a little late, but he will be here shortly.

Chair Asing: Thank you.

Mr. Rapozo moved for approval of the agenda as circulated, seconded by
Mr. Tokioka, and unanimously carried.

Mr. Furfaro moved for approval of the minutes as circulated, seconded by
Ms. Iseri-Carvalho.

Chair Asing: Richard?
There being no objections, the rules were suspended.
RICHARD STAUBER: Richard Stauber for the record. I would like to

talk about the public hearing August 23rd regarding the Resolution No. 2006-26.
And since the Council Chair referred to the Rules of the Council, I would like to
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refer to the Rule No. 12 of public hearings, particularly Section E, conduct of public
hearings, subsection 1. Public hearings are held to receive testimony from the
public and Councilmembers should reserve their opinions and arguments for the
appropriate Council or Committee meeting. I do not appreciate as foreign citizen
being attacked in this chamber for being a foreign citizen Mr. Chairman. This is
not fair. And if it’s your feeling or thinking it is fair to call the meeting back to
order and then attack the member of the public, and then just try to move on, this is
wrong. This is not fair, this is unfair Mr. Chairman. I really don’t want to go there
into the policy of this Council which was be violated by the Chairman so badly that
I had to come up here and say something. Mr. Chairman we have rules and we
have policies and rules are violated and policies are violated. And if the Chairman
of his Board violates the rules and the policies, then it’s all Richard Stauber’s fault
that he comes up there and says something. This is not right Mr. Chairman. There
are rules which have the Board to follow too. I'm deeply disappointed in this Board.
There are...for two (2) years there was a policy in place, and if the Chairman goes in
front of another Board and represents that policy and six (6) months later he just
doesn’t want to do that policy any more and plain retaliation to another Board goes
there. I'm not approving of this part Mr. Chairman, this is wrong. If we want to
change a policy, a policy will be changed publicly, not behind closed doors and we
just run away. I'm really angry. I'm really. Thank you.

Chair Asing: Thank you. Barbara?

GLENN MICKENS: Good morning Councilmembers. I just have short,
very, very short testimony. I want to be on record on saying that I completely agree
with Richard’s testimony. I was at the Charter Review meeting when Chair Asing
made the statement that the Council would not be making any Charter
amendments. He was on the Charter Review agenda as Council Chair and not as a
private citizen. Whether or not he made that statement on purpose or by mistake,
he did make this statement and the minutes of the meeting as Richard read them
are accurate. And I believe it is very wrong for Kaipo to have said that Richard
cannot vote, but we let people like him testify anyway. For me this is very
derogatory remark and should have never been said. Richard is legally in this
country, and has every right to express his opinions and what he said was
completely accurate. Thank you.

Chair Asing: Barbara?

BARBARA ELMORE: My name is Barbara Elmore. I didn't know this
was coming up, but I was here that day, and I was appalled Mr. Chairman because
I've never seen you question anybody else’s voting registration before. And to do it
after he had left the table so he couldn’t respond was despicable. I'm sure there
have been many people who have come here to testify when something affects them
personally. They may not be registered voters, but you've never questioned them,
so I resent the treatment that Richard received that day.
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Chair Asing: Thank you. Is there anyone else? Thank you.
The meeting was called back to order and proceed as follows:

Mr. Nakamura: At this time Mr. Chair, there was a request to
take out of order on page four (4) of the Council’s agenda, on Bills for First Reading,
Proposed Draft Bill No. 2196.

Proposed Draft Bill No. 2196 - AN ORDINANCE AMENDING ORDINANCE
NO. B-2006-646 AS AMENDED, RELATING TO THE CAPITAL BUDGET OF THE
COUNTY OF KAUA‘, STATE OF HAWAI‘I, FOR THE FISCAL YEAR JULY 1,
2006 THROUGH JUNE 30, 2007, BY REVISING THE SURPLUS AND
APPROPRIATIONS ESTIMATED IN THE GENERAL FUND ($600,000 Hanapépé
Adolescent Residential Treatment Center): Ms. Iseri-Carvalho moved for passage of
Proposed Draft Bill No. 2196 on first reading, that a public hearing thereon be
scheduled for October 11, 2006 at the Council Chambers at 1:30 p.m., and that it
thereafter be referred to the Community Assistance Committee, seconded by
Mr. Furfaro.

Chair Asing: Thank you. What I'd like to do now is I'd like to
suspend the rules and for those of you that might not have heard and understood
the County Clerk’s reading, we are on the Hanapépeé Adolescent Residential
Treatment Center. That is what is being discussed now. We have the Mayor here
and Mr. Heu, the Administrative Assistant for the Mayor, and they want to speak
on this item first. So I will allow the Mayor and the Administrative Assistant to
speak on this issue. Mayor?
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There being no objections, the rules were suspended.
MAYOR BRYAN J. BAPTISTE: Aloha.
Chair Asing: Aloha Mayor.

Mayor Baptiste: Aloha, and we want to thank you for letting us
schedule a time on the agenda. Thank you for your assistance in that, and I also
want to give a big thank you to all of you on the Council who have worked so hard
with us in...on the war against drugs in many different phases, in many different
areas of prevention, and treatment, and enforcement, and after care.

Three and a half years ago, for about a year, there was not a headline in all
the papers in Hawai‘i that didn’t talk about the problem that we're having in drugs.
And when we started that, we brought the community together, to talk about the
different phases and to recognize what kind of things were needed on the island.
And the biggest thing, the top concern was not having an adolescent drug treatment
center for our children. What this meant is that all our children, regardless of their
need for family support would have to go off island to get those treatment. And so
we have from the very beginning made that the number one (1) priority, for us to
find a place where we could provide those services to the children of Kaua‘i who
need our help and our support. We have recognized from the very beginning the
Salt Pond site, and Gary will go over a chronological order of all the different times
that it was brought to the public’'s attention, whether through official public
hearings, whether through newspaper articles, just dozens upon dozens of times of
notification of what was going on.

I ask you today...the only reason we are here is because of rising construction
costs. Philosophically we had all decided as a body at a certain time that this was
needed and we had to continue it. If it weren’t for rising construction costs, we
wouldn’t be here today. We wouldn’t be asking you for the extra money, we'd
actually be finishing the construction by this point. We have already awarded a
contract to do the first phase of the construction, and that has been executed, and
the people will be beginning work very shortly. It is something that we need to
stand firm upon I believe, in our principles and what we believe is right for the
children of Kaua‘ so that they have the opportunity to have that family support
necessary for recovery. Am I done?

Chair Asing: Go ahead, go ahead.

Mayor Baptiste: Okay. So I'm here to formally ask you to approve
the funding that is there. We have had these discussions over the last three and a
half years, and to your credit each and everyone of you has supported this effort for
our children and for our communities. It is an important thing.
